Accreditation is granted only to journalists (critics,
columnists, reporters, photographers, documentary filmmakers) who cover the issue of missing and
murdered Indigenous women and girls or survivors of violence. Journalists must represent a recognized
media outlet. YouTubers, bloggers or those involved with the blogosphere will not be granted accreditation.

RESTRICTIONS: Accreditation does not authorize media to take photographs or images using devices such
as cameras, smartphones or hand-held cameras inside the community hearing room(s). Only the official
National Inquiry video cameras, the media pool camera and an on-line media camera will be permitted to film
inside.

However there may be an opportunity to take photos of the Commissioners at the beginning of the hearing.
Media will be seated in a specific area within the community hearing room. A buffer zone, around certain
areas of the location will be reserved for families and people involved in the Inquiry. A map will be provided.
Please respect those areas.
